Self taught for a couple of years, Steve
realised he needed to go to music college to
improve his playing and after two years of
eight hours a day five days a week he has
emerged with an awesome talent, just ask
anybody who has seen that ‘long haired kid
play’.

Rachael is 22 and
has been singing

Along with
her mom and dad she loves artists such as
Dolly Parton, Slim Whitman and John
Michael Montgomery.

LeAnn Rimes is her favourite female artist
with Miranda Lambert a close second.
Rachael has been linedancing for about 14
years so can relate to the dancers at
Nashville Rose shows and most times gets
out there herself and joins in.

She enjoys anything artistic and makes her
own range of ‘Rose Jewellery” which she has
available at all their shows.

So there you have Nashville Rose, a trio with
two of the finest young talents of Steve and
Rachael on the circuit and the experience of
Ray which all adds up to great
entertainment.
